The purpose of this study was to study parents’ needs concerning educational
provision of primary education level in Dhamasathit Suksa School, Lamphun Province.
The sample was 150 Prathom Suksa 1-4 students’ parents randomly selected from the school.
The instruments consisted of the questionnaires and the guideline questions for focus group
discussion. The data were gathered in the first semester of academic year 2004. The data
were analyzed by using average, standard deviations, and percentages, and then presented
through tables with description.

The major findings were as follows:
1. Parents’ opinions on primary level educational provision at Dhamasathit Suksa

School showed that the school had provided English native sp_eaker teachers, computer-
oriented since first grade, sport-promoted, well-disciplined students, as well as well caring
from teachers. Whereas some of the weak points included: frequent charges of expensive
learning materials costs, students’ speaking impolite words, too much homework for students,
and deferred communication between school and parents.

2. As for parents’ needs concerning educational provision, most parents wanted
the school to pay more attention on students’ work, provide students with suitable and the
consistent homework, support health promotion activities, take good care of students,
encourage desirable characteristics, as well as provide learning resources specifically for
primary students.

3. As for general suggestions, parents wanted the school to extend more time
for students computer usages emphasize on practical tasks, provide more spaces for day
time break, offer extra classes on holidays, as well as enhance desirable characteristics.
