* The purpose of this independent study was to investigate parents’ and Prathom
Suksa 6 students’ needs concemning their further study in Mathayom Suksa ! at Anuban
Lamphun School. The population studied included both students, graduated from Anuban
Lamphun School in 2003, and their parents of the same number. They were divided into
two groups; the first group was 45 parents and 45 students who continued their further
study at Anuban Lamphun School, and the other group was 175 parents and 175 students
who continued their study in other different schools. The instrument used to collect data
consisted of two sets of questionnaires for students and their parents. The collected data
were analyzed by percentage, mean, and standard deviation using program SPSS for
Windows.

The major findings were as follows:

1. Regarding the needs concerning education management, both students and their
parents who wanted and did not want to continue their study in Mathayom Suksa 1
at Anuban Lamphun School were at the high level in each aspect and on the whole.
The management aspect included; good image of the school, taking good care of students’

behavior to be able to conduct themselves according to social norms, having leaming resource
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center for leamning, as well as maintaining good leamning atmosphere. The students’ good
characteristic aspect included; school’s emphasis on encouraging students’ eagemess for
learning, cooperating in working, and being honesty as well. The education quality aspect
included school’s emphasis on providing general education subject area.

2. As for the reasons for going on their study at the school, those parents and
students revealed that school’s reputation, well-behaved students, being taken good care
by teachers, school’s location in developed urban area, as well as its pleasant atmosphere
were among their preferences. As regard to those who refused to further their study in
Mathayom Suksa 1 at Anuban Lamphun School, most of their reasons included; small
spaces of ground and buildings, inadequate buildings, lacks of modem equipments, lack
of confidence in newly-opened class in the secondary, and needs for new experiences
from other schools as well.

3. Regarding opinions and suggestions, all groups of population agreed that they
wanted the school spaces extended, new buildings added, landscapes and ground improved,
school spaces been clean, neat, and pleasant, new educational technology added, as well as

students’ morality and ethics emphasized.
