The objective-of this independent study was to investigate needs for academic support
services for students with physical disabilities in higher education institutions: A case study of
Chiang Mai University. A subject was the third year laws student with physical impairments
and was a wheelchair user. The study was conducted during the second semester in the academic
year 2008.

The main instruments included 1) an interviéw form, 2) a readiness of academic
support services for students with physical disabilities questionnaire, 3) a survey on physical
environments and facilities for students with physical disabilities, and 4) a daily life activity
form of the subject. The data were analyzed using means, standard deviation, frequencies,
and percentages and presented in tables with descriptive explanation.

The results showed that the subject wanted the campus environment that is easy for her
to move from places to places more than the academic support services. Overall, the satisfaction

was rated at the means of 1.61.

The majority (60.87%) of the 46 respondents were instructors and personnel working
directly with the subject and indicated that they had very little experience working with students
with physical impairments while they perceived that the readiness in providing services to these

students was rated at the means of 1.87.
