This study was to discover the needs for school guidance services and compare
those expressed by the school administrator, school board members, teachers, parents, and
grade level 3 students. The sample used in the study included 111 respondents altogether.
The instruments used included questionnaire on the needs for school guidance services.
The collected data were analyzed in terms of frequency distribution, percentage, mean, and
standard deviation and presented in tables and ana_lytical description. The findings reveal that
the need for school guidance services was at very much level in all of the aspects. In ranking
them, the need for placement service came first followed by that for follow-up, counseling,

and individual inventory, respectively.
