ABSTRACT

The purpose of this independent study, “Readiness of Chiang Mai University in
Rendering Graduation Respondes to ASEAN Community”, is to study how eight faculties
provide teaching programs; to study the problems and obstacles of those faculties that are allowed
to free flow under the Blueprint of the ASEAN Charter in order to access ASEAN community;
and to study the further direction of higher education to support more free flow labor for the
ASEAN community by using qualitative research and quantitative research as the methodology,
documentary research , and executives in-depth interview including students questionnaires from
the faculties which are the Faculty of Medicine, the Faculty of Nursing, the Faculty of Dentistry,
the Faculty of Architecture, the Faculty of Engineering, the Faculty of Business Administration
and the faculty of Humanities.
The study reveals that:
Thailand is becoming one of the member countries of ASEAN Community in
2015. The Office of the Higher Education Commission has created a higher educational strategy
to prepare and be ready for ASEAN. Chiang Mai University has concerned about the readiness of
professors, personnel and students. Chiang Mai University has an educational plan that covers the
activities which support the students to exchange and gain experience in all factors in order to

fully develop professional graduates who are ready for ASEAN Community. From the



executives’ aspect, there’s the work in progress and policy making to become ready for ASEAN
Community. In the curriculum factor, there’s the curriculum development corresponding to the
frame of ASEAN and the evaluation of the educational quality needed to achieve international
standard. There are also bilingual courses and international programs. Readiness from the
curriculum factor, there’s an ongoing consecutive curriculum development project for ASEAN
Community. From the students’ factor, there are English programs provided and the MOU for
students exchange between ASEAN member countries. There are also activities that help
publicize knowledge about ASEAN. From the budget factor, the budget is properly divided
between all activities such as the student exchange programs between Thai and ASEAN students.
The budget is also divided for instructional media and an ASEAN knowledge-based center. From
the personnel factor, there are seminars, field trips and personnel exchanges between member
countries of ASEAN. The Language Institute of Chiang Mai University also provides English
courses for ASEAN Community.

The problems occur in the developing process as the English skills of the
students are not at international level; there are inadequate skillful professors and limited budgets
to provide for all activities in order to achieve the objectives. There are only some students who
are interested in ASEAN Community.

Chiang Mai University has designated the framework and guidelines for
educational development that urge each faculty or organization to develop their own operation
plan all sticking to the university guidelines so that they could move forward along the same
direction. The university also emphasizes on how to provide efficiently teaching programs to

produce professional graduates according to international standards and social needs.
