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The purposes of this independent study was to investigate the specific classes
considered most important for students to take at Mathayom Suksa 3 at Maetang School,

Mae Taeng District, Chiang Mai Province. The sample for the study was made up of 176
Mathayom Suksa 3 students in the second semester of 2006, 176 parents and 55 teachers.
Questionnaire were distributed and the data analyzed through frequency distribution, percentage,
mean and standard deviation.

The findings can be summarized as follows:

The courses found to be highly needed for students include business computer, Thai
food cookery and accounting. The course which parents considered highly important include
business computer, accounting and computer presentations. The course which teachers
considered most vital to students include business computer, accounting and computer
presentations. Overall, the three highest needed course were business computer, computer

presentations and bicycle repair.
