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The purpose of this study was to study needs and opinions on using library for learning
of Prathom Suksa 6 students at Anubann Phayao school, Phayao province. The subjects were 256
Prathom Suksa 6 students of Anubann Phayao school studied in the second semester of 2009
academic year. Data was collected by questionnaire and analyzed by frequency, percentage,
mean, standard deviation, and description analysis. Data was presented through tables with
déscription.

The findings were as follows:

1. Library resources aspect: For published materials, the students needed to have enough
number of books, and students used the documentary books for their learning. For non-printed
materials, the students needed real objects, television learning program, cable television and UBC
program for leanﬁng.

2. Building and hardware aspect: The students needed the cool with fresh air circulation
library with adequate lights.

3. Service and activities aspect: The students needed advices on how to use library and
the extention of the time for loan-back books.

4. Library improvement for learning: The students needed the library as school resources
that encouraged self-learing in them.

Furthermore, there was an important suggestion from the students that the library

should be modern by providing more electronic media and computers for students to acquire more

knowledge.
