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ABSTRACT

The present study aimed to evaluate the level of satisfaction, factors
affecting satisfaction, odor pollution management on certified swine farms, and
suggestions about odor pollution management in swine farms. The research was
performed using both quantitative and qualitative methods. The quantitative data was
collected by questionnaire gathered from 190 families living within 1 kilometer on
certified swine farms. The qualitative data were obtained from in-depth interviews of 7
chief officers, owner on certified swine farms, a chief administrator, a local leader, and
an official from the department of livestock. The quantitative data were analyzed with
descriptive statistical analysis, and comparative assessment of data were carried out
using t-test and one-way ANOVA, whereas the quantitative data were analyzed with
descriptive analysis.

The results of this study indicated that the sampled group showed an
average level of satisfaction to odor pollution management on certified swine farms.
The factors that affected satisfaction were the number of times smelling odor from
certified swine farms, and support and troubleshooting (p<0.001), effects of odor
pollution management on certified swine farms (p<0.01), age, and times smelling odor
from certified swine farms (p<0.05).

Relevant agencies and owners on certified swine farms should cooperate in
disseminating information about odor pollution management on certified swine farms
(Bio-gas systems and water treatment systems), and promote activities associated with
odor pollution management on certified swine farms to strengthen the people’s
satisfaction toward odor pollution management certified swine farms.
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
