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Abstract 168715

This research aims at studying: 1) the behavior of the daily use of the five
commandments of the Buddha and 2) the factors affecting the use of each
commandment in everyday life, 3) the cognition of the five commandments, the
interest in Buddhism, the relationship in the family and the participation in relig_ious
activities of the students, and 4) problems and ways to encourage the daily use of the
five commandments of Buddha in the most effective way. The focus group of this
research is 380 Bachelor Degree students enrolled in the year 2005 in Ubon
Ratchathani. A survey questionnaire is used as the means to measure in this research.
The researcher created the survey questionnaire based on the frame work, the theory
and the other research which has the relevant research questions, purposes, hypothesis
and research methodology. Open and closed questions are used in this questionnaire.

According to this research, the researcher found that a personal factor: gender
and the faculty of the informants has an association with the behavior of the daily use
of the Buddha’s the five commandments. For the supporting factors: 1) the interest in
Buddhism such as listening to and watching Dhamma talks regularly, and talking
with friends or other people on religious issues and 2) the participation in religious
activity such as participating in Buddhist school on Sunday and being a member of
Buddhist and art and culture club also have the association with the behavior of the
daily use of the Buddha’s five commandments due to P < 0.05 which has been
expected according to the hypothesis.

In addition, the students suggested that there should be a campaign in order to
encourage the daily use of the Buddha’s five commandments by holding a training,
having the activities where students can express their opinions, stimulating the
preserving of morality, or organizing other activities together with the temples such as
holding a Buddhist training camp, and helping religious works on the important
religious occasions. Besides, encouraging the use of moral and ethics in school should
be carried out also.
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
