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The purpose of this study was to compare the learning achievements on Introduction to Psychology
entitled adjustment and mental health for undergraduate Nursing students between using web-based instruction
and conventional method.
Analyzed data by Mean, Standard Deviation and compare the leaming achievements between
experiment group and control group by t-test.
The samples consisted of 216 undergraduate first-year students of Khon Kaen University,
Amphoe Muang, Changwat Khon Kaen, studying in the second semester of the 2002 academic year.
The samples were selected by cluster random sampling technique and then by simple random sampling into
the experimental group and the control group. Each group consisted of 27 students. The experimental group
studied from the web-based instruction and the control group studied from the conventional methods.
The research instruments were web-based instruction, which was constructed by the rescarcher.
This web-based instruction had effectiveness index of 0.57. The pretest — posttest contained 30 items with
reliability coefficient of 0.85.

The results of the study yiclded that first-year students leaming achievements studying from

web-based instruction and conventional method were different at the 0.05 level of significance.
