The purposes of the research on the study of marketing information of lower basin Namsongkram
River at district level market: a case study of Arkatamnuay district market in Sakonnakorn
province and Srisongkram district market in Nakornpanom province were to study the marketing
information of the resources lower basin Namsongkram River, study the marketing chances of
lower basin Namsongkram River at district level, compare the marketing informatién of its
resources in both districts, and create the marketing data base of its resources of lower basin
Namsongkram River at market disfrict level system. Qualitative approach was applied by means
of in-depth interviews and participant observations. Surveyed questionnaires were also used for

obtaining basic data collection. Data were analyzed by descriptive analysis.
The results of the study revealed that:

1. The areas of the lower basin Namsongkram River in Srisongkram district in
Nakornpanom province and in Arkatamnuay district in Sakonnakorn province were wet
areas with bio-diversity. In rainy season, there were flooded for many months while in
dry season, the surface soils filled with plentiful minerals that were appropriate for
various plants. Besides, the lower basin Namsongkram River provided the relationship of
the way of life of people, they could utilize the resources for their living conditions,
earﬁing their i_ﬂcomes and some groups could conserve their fishing culture and provide
many river basin preservation projects.

2. The lower basin Namsongkram -River conditions were changed due to the afeas
imprerment for t)addy lé.nd and other agricultural aétivities. It was because of the
government policy for land allots and how the irrigation dams were built at the branches
of the upper and- the middle of Namsongkram River. Also, the budget earning of the
providers of the river basin and the area uses for the huge industry could affect the
decreasing resources of the lower basin river.

3. The general condition of the market at the district level in Srisongkram district was stated
at the central of the town and built for along time. At the rear of the market, the selleré
could display their goods. However, the market at the district level in Arkatamnuay

district was stated in municipality area, it was established since 1966 so its conditions
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were dilapidated. The height of the roofs was not enough; therefore, it was not suitable
for air ventilation. Also, the footpaths were narrow and the market was not expansible.
The conditions of both markets were not appropriate due to theirs dilapidation. Both
could not be expanded.

The resources of ’ the lower basin Namsongkram River that were brought to sell at the
markets could be divided into 4 categories; they were fish, local vegetables and
mushrooms ,edible insects and wild animals. The amounts of the resources of the market
in Srisongkram district were higher than in Arkatamnnuay district. The cost at the market
in Srisongkram district was 5,663,500 baht while it was 2,517,500 baht at the market in
Arkatamnnuay district.

From the study of the marketing chances of lower basin Namsongkram River at dist_rict
level, it was found that the chances of the resources from 3 kinds of sellers té the
consumers. The first group of sellers was the villagers who accessed the resources in the
areas and then sold them directly. The second group was the ones who bought the goods
ﬁ'ém the first group and then sold them to the third group or they could sell by
themselves at the markets. And the third group was the ones who bought the goods from
the second group and sold them regularly with other goods. The chances of both markets
were quite the same as there were 3 kinds of sellers. The numbers of first group at
Srisongkram market were higher than at Arkatamnuay market while the numbers of the
second group were vice versa. Besides, the third group of the sellers of both markets was
different from each other because the third group of Akatamnuay market also brought the
resources of the second group of Sﬁsongkra:n market to sell at Arkatamnuay market.

The comparison of the movement of the price according to the chances of the markets
indicated that the prices of the first and the second groups were not différent but the
prices at Akatamnuay market was .slightly higher than at Sris-ongkram market because the
third group also brought the gooas from Srisongkram market and this made the higher
price due to the transportation cost.

In addition, the structural conditions of district level markets of both markets provided
the small numbers of sellers who gained the resources of Songkram basin and both
sellers of both markets could determine the prices by themselves. It Was, therefore, the

structures of both markets were the oligoply.
