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.The study was to investigate the effects of integrated unit management in
accordance with sufficiency economy philosophy upon self-discipline of kindergarten
children. The population consisted of twenty-six kindergarten children from in the
kindergarten sch(_)ol of Thammasart University under the patronage of Her Royal Highness
Princess Galyani Vadhana. These Children studied in kindergarten 3/1 during the second
semester of the academic year 2008. They were derived from a purposive sampling out
of five classrooms. The research instrument employed were an integrated unit management
in accordance with sufficiency economy philosophy, an observation form conceming self-
discipline, and statistics including t-test for dependent samples.

The findings indicated that after these kindergarten children were presented with
the integrated unit management, they demonstrated better traits in three aspects namely

self-control, responsibility, reasoning, at a significant level of 0.05.
