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This research aimed to 1) study tourism resources in Bang Krachao area,
located in Phrapadaeng district of Samutprakan province, 2) to investigate
development and restoration of tourism resources in Bang Krachao area, 3) to
establish tourism routes in area and 4) develop tourism for learning in this area. This
study was designed to be a qualitative research. Data were collected from community
leaders and people in the community by using in-depth interviews, focus group
discussions, and public hearings. The data were validated by interviews, focus groups
discussion on specific issues, public hearings, data analyses, making conclusions and
_descriptive interpretations.

The results were as follows:

1. Tourism resources of each sub-district in Bang Krachao area consists
of natural tourism resources, green mangrove areas, trees, fruit orchards, shady
Suansrinakhon Kankan Park which surrounded by the Chao Praya River. These
areas have long history and cultural resources, traditions, ways of life that are still
locally preserved. The constructional resources in the area are Klong Ladpho,
Industrial Ring Bridge, museum and floating market. All of which are beautiful and
outstanding. They also give the community a sense of identity. The resources are
potential for tourism and learning.

2. The development and restoration of tourism resources in Bang
Krachao area received collaboration from the community in organizing traditional
events. There were plans for local development, organizing for public hearings, fund

raisings. The local administrations organized short-term and long-term plans to
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develop and restore tourism. All educational organizations took part in the restoration
of local culture for tourism and learning.

3. The study of tourism routes that are appropriate for Bang Krachao
area revealed two tourism routes of a journey:

Water Route — A cruise for observing natural beauty and riverside culture.

Land Route - There are seven kinds: Culture Learning and Nature
Sightseeing, agricultural learning, making crafts from waste materials in the
community, paying respect to the Buddha images and cultural learning, paying
respect to the Buddha images at nine temples for lucky, tourism activities according
to local customs, and tourism for learning.

4. The tourism development for learning in Bang Krachao area should
start from schools. This is because the schools are the learning places for local
youths that could be well linked with the community. According to the cooperation of
all schools in Bang Krachao area, there is a “Tourism Club for Nakhon Kuenkan
Locality Learning”. This club is a driving force for carrying on leaning culture of local
community.

The development and restoration of local culture in Bang Krachao area for
tourism reflected concrete results. There are tourism routes and cooperation of all
schools in the area, there is a tourism club for local learning that leads to linking up of
teachers and students, from the students to their parents, relatives and community.
All of these activities should be supported both directly and indirectly by public and
private sectors, academicians, public relations for the sustainable development of the

locality, society and nation in the future.
