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The objectives of this study were to: 1) study tourism resources of Klong-
Ladpho area, 2) investigate ways to develop tourism resources in Klong-Ladpho area
based on opinions of people in the community, 3) develop the outstanding tourism
resources and 4) initiate attractive tourist attractions. This research was designed to
be a qualitative study. Data were obtained from 1) in-depth interview with community
leaders and involved people, 2) focus group interview, 3) public hearing and
4) observations.

The research results are as follows:

1. The tourism resource of Klong-Ladpho area is Klong Ladpho which its
history dated back since Ayutthaya period. At a present day, King Bhumibol Adulyade;j,
the present king of Thailand, has ordered canals to be dug in order to be used as the
drains_so that the water could easily flow into the Gulf of Thailand and prevent floods
in Bangkok and vicinity. The areas around Klong Ladpho comprise Industrial Ring
Bridge Constl-'uction Project, park, museum which are suitable for tourism, relaxation
and education. The surrounding areas cofnprises Wat Kanlad, an old Mon temple,
and a community of Thai-Mon ethic who still reserve their culture, tradition, ways of
life such as Songkran Festival, Thai- Raman (Mon) ceremonial centipede flag
cerebration and Saba game, traditional Raman game, a pitch and toss game played
with beans which is worth visiting.

2. For the ways to develop tourism in the areas of Klong Ladpho which is
ready for tourism, the community and local organizations should recognize the
importance of the tourism and collaboratively keep and handover. In addition, the

community should concern about cleanliness, tidiness by having maps, clear street
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signs. In addition, tourist guides should obtain good knowledge about local culture
and be able to speak English well. |

3. The outstanding tourism development is a traditional game called
“Saba” of Mon people. This kind of game can be seen during Songkran festival. With
the collaboration of local people, researchers and Kanlad School, the students in this
area received trainings to play this game and they now become proficient Saba
players. They are able to convey how to play this game to the visitors. Therefore, it
could be said that the development that received good collaboration from many
parties is the development that arose from the grassroots of the community and that it
could continue to be a sustainable development. N

4. The attractive tourist destinations in Klongladpho and nearby area are
Wat Songthamworawihan, Chedi Mon at Wat Songtham, Klong Ladpho, Mon Museum
at Wat Kanlad, Industrial Ring Bridge, Klong LadPho Museum, Ways of Culture of
Mon community at Wat Songkanong, Prapadaeng Songkran Festival, Saba Playing
game. All of which have been important and suitable to be tourism attractions,
learning and tourist attractions. The local administration and province should prorhote
the tourism that is appropriate for the condition of local community and provide

facilities for tourism.
