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The objective of this research is to study the effect of learning management
on web through the creative problem solving process upon dramatic performance of
Prathomsueksa 6 students in Bangkok. The population consist of Prathomsueksa 6
students of Phachautid school, Don Mueang District, Bangkok. The samples of the
study are 40 students of the class in the aforesaid school. The Research tools are
learning management plan.website which contains the creative problem solving
process,and the dramatic performance evaluation form.

The research results are as follows:

The ability of dramatic performance of Prathomsueksa 6 students in the
traditional Ronggeng dance has overall average scores of 12.13 or 80.83%. This
means that the dramatic performance of Prathomsueksa 6 students is at an excellent
level and their average scores of expressing dramatic performance ability after class

compare to those before class are higher with statistically significance of .01.
