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Abstract 231834

This research purpose was to present the qualitative data of the problem, constraint and a guideline
to develop the Community-based Disasters Risk Management by Civil Society from lesson learnt of
Ban-Namkem village following Sustainable Livelihoods frameworks by Delphi Technique to
collect the opinion of 9 civil society’s stakeholder include community, NGOs and government
sector. Result are 1) the stakeholder found 4 major problems and constraints involved the
participation, the financial budget, the information and understanding rights of the duty to self-
organize, the coordinate among organization 2) guideline to Develop this approach to initiate
community’s self-recovery, an effected people should be gather and organize themselves. While
government sector and NGOs should increase co-operate performance together. Regarding the
participation: NGOs have an in-dept ability to establish the villager’s self-organize. However,
government sector should support long-term budget, whilst provide the education and building

rights understanding to the community.
