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This research aimed to study and compare administrators roles in instilling students
with basic virtues in the opinions of teachers in schools under Pathumthani Educational Service
Area 1. The variables to be examined in this research included independent and dependent. The
independent variables were teacher personal information namely rank, work experience, school
size. The dependent variables included government teachers’ opinion towards the administrator
roles in instilling students with basic virtues. The population consisted of 2,232 government
teachers in schools under Pathumthani Educational Service Area 1, academic year 2009. The
sample group was 340 of them. A set of questionnaires was used to collect data. The reliability
and Index of Consistency (IOC) of the questionnaires were 0.98 and 1.00, respectively. The data
was statistically analyzed by using percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test, and one-way
ANOVA, and Scheffe’s method.

The research results were as followed:

1. The administrator roles in stilling students with basic virtues in the opinions of
government teachers in schools under Pathumthani Educational Service Area 1 was at a high
level, as a whole. When taken each aspect into a consideration, it was found that the basic virtue
being promoted at the highest level was unity followed by integrity, discipline, hospitality,

cleanness, politeness, diligence, and economy.

2. When the opinions of these government teachers classified by rank, work
experience, and school was compared, it was found that teachers with different ranks, and work
experience revealed no different opinions toward the administrator roles. One the contrary,
teachers from different school sizes had different opinions toward administrator roles in instilling .
basic virtues of diligence, economy, and integrity at a significant level of 0.01. Moreover, they
had different opinions toward administrator role in instilling basic virtues of politeness, and
cleanness at the significant level of 0.05. As for basic virtues of unity and hospitality, these

teachers revealed no different opinions.
