The purposes of this survey research were to ‘study the needs of instructional
supervision of the teachers at Islamic private schools in Bangkok and nearby provinces, and to
compare their needs, classified by their personal factors. The samples were 214 teachers at the
aforementioned schools collected through questionnaires. The data obtained were analyzed by
using the following statistics i.e., percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test, and one-way
ANOVA. In addition, when the paired differences were found, Scheffe’s method was used.

The research results revealed that:

1. Overall, theirl needs of instructional supervision were found at average high level.
Taking each aspect into consideration, it was found that their needs were also found at an average
high level in the following respective aspects i.e., instructional management, curriculum
development, instructional medias, teaching personnel development, and measurement and
evaluation.

2. Having compared their needs of instructional supervision, it was found that their
needs, classified by their genders, ages, education levels, and work experiences were overall not

different.
