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The purpose of this study was to examine the effectiveness of classroom management
in Accordance with Bandura’s social learning theory on preschoolers’ social behavior. Thesample
group was preschoolers including males and females, between the ages of four and five years old
who were studying in kindergarten two (K2), at Udomwittaya,Prathumthani province, under the
Office of Private Education Commission. One Classroom with 30 preschoolers was selected
purposively out of four classrooms. The research instruments were lesson plans based on
Bandura’s social learning theory and social behavior observation forms. The experimental group
was freated with the classroom management in accordance with Bandura’s social learning
behavior. The data were statistically analyzed by using meaning, standard deviation, F-test, and
one-way ANOVA.

The research indicated that these preschoolers who were treated with the classroom
management in accordance with Bandura’s social learning theory revealed different behavior
during the treatment period. In particular, their social behavior was higher than theirs before the

introduction of the treatment.
