This study investigatad-ieadiness for basic education management of secondary
schools, Chiang Mai Province. The population under study comprised 82 school administrators
and their assistants for academic affairs who were in active duty in the 2001 academic year. The
instrument used was a questionnaire containing items relevant to the above topic. The collected
daia were then analyzed through tiie apglications of frequency and percentage.

Findings were summarized as follows :

Most of the respondents expressed that secondary schools in Chiang Mai were ready
for basic education management. But there were important problems found, i.e. insufficient
budget for basic education resources’ allocation, community had little knowledge and
understanding of its roles and functions in education management, basic education curriculum
was not implemented and was the cause of obstacles in instruction preparation, school personnel
had little understanding and were less enthusiastic of educational quality assurance, and thoughts

about basic education from the government/the responsible body were uncertain.
