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A study on the development of nature trail at Nam Tok Khao Lan in Nam Tok Huai Yang
National Park, Prachuap Khiri Khan Province had been done. The study started by collecting both
physiological data and biological data of the ecosystem along the selected nature trail. Three
systems were studied; the forest ecology, the outcrop ecology and the stream ecology. The
knowledge gained from the study was used to prepare a handbook about the nature trail for the
target group. A trail on a group of 30 students had been done and found that the handbook

increased the knowledge, skill, awareness and attitude of the target group significantly(P<0.05).
