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This research aimed to (1) study the attitudes towards logistical activities of the
Royal Thai Armed Forces, (2) study attitudes towards military logistics of the Royal Thai
Armed Forces, (3) compare attitudes towards logistical activities of each military force,
(4) compare attitudes’ towards military logistics of each military force, and (5) study
relationship between logistical activities and military logistics of the Royal Thai Armed
Forces. The research population included executive officials at the level of directors of
each military force in the Royal Thai Armed Forces. The data were collected through
questionnaires and interviews, and the data collected were analyzed by percentage,
mean, standard deviation, F- test and LSD and Pearson’s Product Moment Correlation.

The research findings were as follows: the Royal Thai Armed Forces’ survey
revealed attitudes towards logistical activities and military logistics including planning,
procurement, inventory, services and distribution at a high level. The comparative study
of attitudes towards logistical activities and military logistics given by each military force
showed no significant differences. However, the study showed that attitudes pertaining
to traffics, and transportation modes of the Royal Thai Navy were significantly different
from those of the Royal Thai Army and the Royal Thai Air Forces. In respect to
relationship, the logistical activities had a significant correlation with military logistics,

especially in terms of distribution and procurement.
