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This research aimed to study level of self — reliance in accordance with Sufﬁcrency
Economy of members of Farmer’s Institute, compare the members personal factors and self —
reliance and to study relation between the members’ practices in accordance with Sufficiency
Economy Philosophy and self — reliance in accordance with Sufficiency Economy Philosophy.
The sample was 376 members of the Farmer’s Institute in Wanthong sub — district of Wangthong
district in Pitsalulok province. The research tool was a questionnaire and the data were analyzed
by using frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviatin, t— test, F - test, One — Way ANOVA
and Pearson Product Moment Correlation Co — efficient Method with statistical significance of 0.05.

The study revealed the following results : The members of the Farmer’s Institute
followd Sufficiency Economy Philosophy at a high level. This included other practices that
followed the knowledge, and having good moral which were valso found at a high level. However,
the practices of moderation nnd reasonableness in accordance with the Sufficiency Economy
Philosophy were found at a moderate Jevel. The members were self — reliant in accordance with
the Sufficiency Economy Philosophy at a high level as well as being self - reliant in other aspects
such as economy, ‘moral and social at a high level while the aspect of technology, and nartural
resources were found at a-moderate level. The practices that followed the Sufficiency Economy
Philosophy related to the self — reliance with statistical significance of 0.05. Those practices were
moderation, reasonableness, self — immunity, knowledge, and good moral. They related to being
self — reliant -'in accordance with the Sufficiency Economy Philosophy with the _stetistical
srgmﬁcance of .05. Therefore, it could be concluded that the practrces the followed the
Sufﬁc1ency Economy Phllosophy related to belng self - reliant in accordance with the Sufficiency
Economy Phllosophy If the practices in accordance with the Sufﬁc1ency Economy Philosophy

were at a high level, the self — reliance would also be at a high level.
