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The purpose of this study wasto need for teaching supervision of the teachers at
Yannawate Wittayakom School in Bangkok Education Service Area Office 1.

The populations in this research were 95 teachers in aforementioned school. The study
instrument was questionnaire with three parts. The data was analyzed by using package computer '
program. The statistics in this study were percentage, mean and standard deviation.

The results indicated that overall need for teaching supervision of the teachers at
the school was at a high level. Having considered each aspect. It was that management and
evaluation was at the highest level. Howener, four as pects i.c., instruction, teacher development,

teaching media, and curriculum development were at a high level.
