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The purposes of this research were (1) to study people’s opinions towards transparency

of lottery drawings by the Government Lottery Office ,and (2) to compare their opinions towards

transparency of lottery drawings by the Govemment Lottery Office,classified by personal factors.

The sample groups consisted of 150 people who attended lottery drawings. A set of

questionnaires was used as a research instrument to collect data. Then the data were statistically

analyzed by a package computer program to find out percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test,

F-test or One — Way ANOV A jand match pair by LSD comparison at the significant level of 0 .05.

The research results indicated that:

1.

Overall, people’s opinions about the transparency of lottery drawings by the
Govemnment Lottery Office were at a medium level. As for the analysis of individual
aspects, they expressed their opinions at a high level toward the place of lottery
drawings. In addition, their opinions were at a medium level toward three aspects,
namely (1) the lottery drawings method, (2) the officers involved in lottery drawings,
and the executives of the Government Lottery Office, and (3) the lottery drawings
equipment.

People with different ages , education levelé , occupa{ion and monthly incomes
expressed different opinions at a significant level of 0 .05 toward the transparency
of lottery drawings of the Government Lottery Office whereas ones with different

genders showed no difference in their opinions toward the transparency of lottery

drawings.
