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The aim of this research; the evaluation of the achievement of the Buddhabutira
Camp's moral training programme, Wat Panyanantarama, Klonghok Sub District, Klongluang
District, Patumthanee Province, is to evaluate knowledge outcome and understanding in the
training content of the trainee towards the application of Dhamma practice in their daily life as
well as to perform their duties as a Dhammadayada (as heir of the Dhamma) and to study the
impact of the programme on the conceptual framework of the youth who had passed the

programme. This was both a qualitative and quantitative research.

The data used in this research were collected from 1,548 youth who had attended
the training programme. The instruments used in this research were questionnaires and
statistic methods employed in this research are percentage, mean, S.D., and cross tabulation.

Univariate and focus group were also used in hypothesis testing.

The research revealed that most of the respondents were females whose age
are between 19 to 20 years and have characteristics as follow, they are currently
studying in Matthayom 2 or grade 7 and have grade point average (GPA) ranging from
2.51 to 2.99; they dwell with their parents who are employees or run their own business.
Moreover, most of the trainees' parents were graduated from primary school and have
income less than 2,000 baht per month, Most of them have the opportunity to participate

in other moral fraining camps before attending the training at Watpanyanantrama.

Research reéult revealed that understanding the five aspects of the training
content are as follows; being a good fellow 66.40 percent, being a good child of their
parents 71.00, being a good religious practitioner 39.10, and being a good student and

being a good citizen are the same result 53.20 percent.

The research also indicated that the different of being a good religious practitioner
and being a good citizen have an effect on employing the Dhamma conception to their

lives having a significant level at .01 and .05

To be a Dhammadayada, this research explicated that the different of being
a good citizen and being a religious practitioner have an effect on being a Dhammadayada

having é significant level at .01 and .05

In summary, this research showed that the different of applying the application of
Dhamma practice in daily life and being a good Dhammadayada are the result of the

trainees' different educational levels and schools with a significant level at .01
