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The purposes of this research were to study and to compare welfare needs of thf;
elderly in Korkred sub-district, Paickred sistrict, Nonthaburi province. The samples were 270
elderly with more than 60 years of age. They were both males and females residing in the
aforementioned area. The research tools were questionnaires. The collected data were analyzed by
using the following statistics i.e., percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test, F-test, and
Shceffe’s method.

The research results revealed that:

1. Overall, the elderly’s needs of welfare were at a high level. Taking each aspect into
consideration, it was found that their needs of welfare were also at a high level in the following
aspects i.e., pension welfare, funeral ceremony, medical care, convenience and security,
residence, food, clothes, and public infrastructure, social and religious activities, education and
information, and occupations and incomes.

2. Having compared their different needs of welfare, it was found that

2.1 Welfare needs of both male and female elderly in overall and each aspect were
not different.

2.2 Overall welfare needs of the elderly with different ages in the aspects of
education and information, occupations and incomes, residence, food, clothes, and public
infrastructure, and social and religious activities were significantly different at 0.05 level, while
their needs in the aspects of medical care and public health, convenience and security, pension
welfare, and funeral ceremony were not different.

2.3 Overall welfare needs of the elderly with different education levels in the
aspects of medical care and public health, education and information, occupations and incomes,
residence, food, clothes, and public infrastructure, social and religious activities, pension welfare,
funeral ceremony were significantly different at 0.05 level, while their needs in the aspecté of
convenience and security were not different.

2.4 Overall welfare needs of the elderly with different monthly incomes in and the
aspects of medical care and public health, education and information, occupations and incomes,
residence, food, clothes, and public infrastructure, social and religious activities, pension welfare, -
funeral ceremony were significantly different at 0.05 level, while their needs in the aspects of
convenience and security were not different.

2.5 Welfare needs of the elderly with different durations of living in the community in

overall and all aspects were not different.
