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The purpose of this research was to evaluate educational management of Non-Formal
and Dispositional Education Center in Pakkred district, Nonthaburi province in the aspects of
context, input, process, and product. The research tools were five rating-scale questionnaires with
two parts: part one for administrators and personnel with the reliability of 0.96, and part two for
students and people with the reliability of 0.97. The data collected were analyzed by using
percentage, mean, and standard deviation. The content was also analyzed.

The research results revealed that:

1. The following were the evaluation results in four aspects:

1.1 Context
Overall the evaluation result in this aspect was at a high level by which two
items i.e., clear aims of educational management, and appropriate term schedule were at the
average highest level, while the aspect of modemn curriculum was at the average lowest level.
1.2 Input
Overall the evaluation result in this area was at a moderate level by which the
items at the average highest 1¢vel were teachers’ responsibility, their dedication, emphasis on
instruction and educational management, diligence, high attention, and desirable capability, while

the item of adequate numbers of teachers was at the average lowest level.
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1.3 Process
Overall, the evaluation result in this area was at a high level by which the item at
the average highest level was teachers’ appropriate lesson plan and schedule, while the item of
public relations relating to instructional activities in local areas was at the average lowest level.
1.4 Product
Overall, the evaluation result in this area was at a high level By which the item at
the average highest level was the students’ pride of graduation from the center, while the item of
the student’s levels of knowledge after learning was at the average lowest level.
2. The following were the problems and recommendations about educational
management in each aspect:

2.1 For the problems, it was found that public relations relating to instructional
activities did not cover local areas. The center was not ready for running instructional activities of
various curricula. The change of the place for organizing the activities was made every semester,
This was a problem for traveling and increased the students’ expenditure. The contents of the
curricula did not match with the exam question items. In addition, teaching materials were not up-
to-date. In addition,The personnel did not devote themselves for their teaching or running
activities.

2.2 For the recommendations, it was found that school website should -be
publicized to communicate and to acknowledge the information for decision making. The center
should provide the permanent instructional place that is convenient and suitable for instructional
management. Time of learning should be lengthen. Field trip should also be organized. In

addition, the qualified teachers who are able to manage the class should be recruited.
