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The purpose of this research was to study Family status Family’s economic status
and Family’s social and environmental status of repeat juvenile drug offenders in Bankaruna
Male juvenile Training and Rehabilitation Center and to study the mean to solve and defming
strategies to prevent repeated drug offenders by juvenile drug in a short and long term objective
plans The research’s sample population is divided into 2 groups comprising a groups of 171
juvenile drug offenders in Bankaruna and a groups of 8 staff officers of Bankaruna Male
juvenile Training and Rehabilitation Center consisting of psychologists, social workers and
career Training educators who have the duty to treat, care, and rehabilitate juvenile. The tool for
this research is questionnaire for repeat juvenile drﬁg offenders concerning several factor such
as family factor, economic factor, and social ;md environmental factor. The data is analyzed using
statistical average (i) and standard deviatidn(S.D.) methods .The tools were questionnaire

‘and interview forms and data analysis methods is subjective analysis

The research result is as follows:

1. Family status of juvenile is a factor for repeat drug offenders with medium value
(3(- = 3.18) Family’s economic status juvenile is a factor for repeat drug offenders with medium
value (X = 3.10) Family’s social and environmental status is a factor for repeat drug offenders

with medium (X = 2.87)

2. The outline for short term prevention must seriously undertake the suppression and
the community must participate in providing care, activities, work, and career for juveniles.
Parents must be trained to foster first time juvenile drug offenders. For long term prevention
strategy, school must be the main organization in teaching the changing of attitude and raising
pride. Parents must be role model from the beginning and the people involved must provide

proper environment, community, society and habitation.
