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The purposes of this research were (a) to study the appropriateness of the summer novice
ordination project; (b) to study the relationship between personal factors and the summer novice
ordination project; and (c) to follow up on how the participants apply knowledge gained from the
summer novice ordination to improve themselves, as well as their society. Subjects of the study
were 160 novices attending the_ past summer novice ordination project. The research tool consisted of
a set of questionnaires and an in — depth interview. The statistical methods used for analyzing the
data were percentage, means, standard deviation, and Pearson Product Moment Correlation
Coefficient.

The study reveals the following results. Overall, the appropriateness of the summer novice
ordination project was found at a high level in four aspects. They were the selection of youths for the
ordination, the curriculum and the content, the process and methods and the knowledge,
understanding, contentment and the follow-up of the knowledge application of the youths to develop
themselves and society. It was found that the majority of the youths regularly applied the knowledge
into practices, especially in having more concentration in studying and reading. It was also reported
that they became disciplined and economical-minded and applied the Philoéophy of Sufficient
Economy to their own lives. In addition, the result revealed that the youths were able to adjust their
behaviors in a more appropriate way and behaved themselves as good citizens of their society. For
the relationships between personal factors and the summer novice ordination project, it was found
that there was a relationship at the statistical significance of 0.01. However, the experience of the
ordination of the youths had no relationship with the summer novice ordination project with the

statistical significance 0f 0.01.
