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The research aimed at studying the senior people’s opinions about the club, which
is classified by personal factors and to compare the differences of their attitudes.

This study was conducted by survey. The populations in the research consisted of
8,939 the seniors aged over 60 years belonging to 71 clubs of the Thai Senior People which is a
branch of Thai Senior People Parliament of Thailand. The sample group consisted of 360 elderly.
Questionnaires were the inétruments for collecting data. The statistics used in their study were
frequency, percentage, mean, and standard deviation, t - test, F — test and used LSD method with
the statistical significance of 0.05 level.

| The results of finding were found that :

1. 195 seniors aged between 60 and 65 years were females. 163 seniors had a
primary level education. 110 seniors were merchants. 134 seniors participated in Senior Club
through the encoﬁragement of health activities including jogging and walking on a regular basis
for at least 3 years. 131 seniors joined meditation activities on special occasions. 145 seniors
participated in career and income activities especially the massage career track. 139 joined
singing activities organized by Senior Club. 125 seniors joined monthly meéting ,Where they
examined the club I;rocedure. And 200 seniors joined activities involving visiting sick seniors.

The average level of the elderly’s opinions about Senior People’s Club And the

Development of their health in Pathumthani was at a moderate level.

2. Comparing the different levels of their altitudes, it was found that :

2.1 Senior people with different ages had no different opinions Senior People’s
Club and the development of their health, but both senior people aged 66 - 70>and 71 - 80 had
a lower level of opinions than those aged 60 - 65.

2.2 Senior people with different education levels have no different opinions about
Senior People’s Club and the development of their health, but senior people who had secondary
education; diploma and a bachetor’s degree had lower level of opinions than those who had
more than bachetor’s degree.

2.3 Senior people with different careers had no different opinions about Senior
People’s Club and-the development of their health, but senior people who worked as manual
workers had a lower level of opinions than those who worked as government officials, state

entrepreneurs, merchants and agriculturists.
