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The purposes of this research were to (1) examine the opinions of police
officers towards motorcycle racing on public roads in Bangkok and (2) to compare
opinions of crime suppression police officers and traffic police officers, classified by
the personal factors.

The respondents included crime suppression and traffic police officers who
were in charge of solving the problem of motorcycle racing on public roads in
Bangkok. The interviewees were people who used to race motorcycles. The research
was conducted by an administration of questionnaires. Then, all data were statistically
analysed by package computor software.

The research results revealed that:

1. All respondents consisted of 400 males police officers. 236 of them were
crime suppression police officers and 164 traffic officers. Most samples were 20-31
and 31-40 years of age. 258 respondents completed Mattayom 3. And 222
respondents were squad leaders. Most of them worked in the department of crime
suppression and earned monthly incomes of between 15,001-20,000baht.

2. Most respondents demonstrated three ways to solve the problem of public
road racing in Bangkok. The first concern was to deal with the reasons for motorcycle
racing on public road in Bangkok. Specifically, the police should strictly enforce the
law. In addition, the police should educate adolescents about the crime and
punishment of motorcycle racing on public roads in Bangkok by including activities
and contents into (their school lessons. The second solution was about the police
opinion. That is, a public motorcycle racing circuit should be freely provided for
adolescents. Moreover, motorcycle accessory shops and motorcycle repair shops
should be closely monitored on a regular basis. With a freely provided motorcycle
racing track, law enforcement problems will be presumably decreased. The third way
was to strengthen the measure, policy, and law. To be exact, people who violate the
law by racing on the public roads in Bangkok should perform community service.
Besides the public should monitor violators and report to the police. Furthermore, if
adolescents violate the law, their parents should be summoned and released on parole.

3. In the comparative study of ways to solve the problem of motorcycle racing
on public road in Bangkok by testing hypothesis, it was found that the police officers
of different age, position, and operation line had no difference in their opinions. In
contrast, police officers of different education levels, and monthly incomes showed
significanty different opinions towards motorcycle racing on public roads in Bangkok
at the statistical value of 0.05.
