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This study aimed 1) to investigate the needs for the development of Information
- System for administration of teachers in private schools under the Office of the Private Education
Commission, Pathumthani province, and 2) to compare those needs of the teachers classified by
their qualification, peiodsof work experien and types of schools that they were working. The
population  were 1,981 private school teachers under the Office of the Private Education
Commission Pathumthani province. The research tool was a rating- scale questionnaire. The
descriptive statistics used for this study were percentage, mean, standard deviation and One-Way
ANOVA.

The results were as follows:

1. Overall, the needs for the development of information System for the administration
of the teachers in private schools under the Office of the Private Education Commission,
Pathumthani province were at a high level. When each aspect was considered, a high level of the
average was found in every aspect which could be ranked from the highest to the lowest level
as: the need to develop the system for keeping the information, the need to develop the system
for checking the information, the need to develop the system for filing and information giving
service, the need to develop the system for using the information, the need to develop the system
for analyzing the data and the need to develop the system for processing the data.

2. Overall, there was no difference in the result of the comparison of the needs for

the development of Information System for the administration of the teachers, classified by their

qualification and working experiences and types of schools, in private schools undér the Office of
the Private Education Commission Pathumthani province. Howéver, when the teacher’ s
qualification was considered, it was found that the teachers who have got the qualification that is
higher than Bachelor’s degree had higher level, with statistical significance of 0.05 level, of the
need to develop the system for using the information than those who have got the qualification
that is lower than Bachelor’s degree. When classified by working experience, it was found that the
teachers W‘lﬂ.’l 11-20 years working experience had higher level, with statistical significance of .05,
of the need to develop the system for using the information than those with working expérience
between 5-10 years. When classified by the types of schools that the teachers are working, it was
found that those who are working in schools that offer primary and secondary education had
higher level of the needs to develop the system for processing the data than those who are working

in schools that offer early childhood education. with statistical significance of .05
