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The purpose of this research was to compare learning achievement in reéding comprehension
in Thai and attitudes toward the Thai Language of non-formal education students at the lower
secondary level, learning in groups and by self instruction.

"The two sample groups drawn by lot from intact groups, comprised 56 students in a non-
formal education program at lower secondary level in Phranakhon Si Ayutthaya District. The
research was conducted in the first semester of the 2007 academic year. The sample group was
divided into experimental and controlled groups. The former was taught by the group process
method for 18 hours, while the latter was taught by the self instruction method with the same
duration. The research design was pretest-posttest design with non-equivalent groups. Statistical
analysis was performed in terms of MANCOVA, using scholastic aptitude as a covariate.

The research results revealed the following:

1. The learning achievement scores on reading comprehension in Thai of the students
taught by the group process were higher than those of the students taught by the self instruction
method with a statistical significance. v

2. The scores for the attitudes toward the Thai Language of the students taught by the
group process method were higher than those of the students taught by the self instruction method

with a statistical significance.
