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This research aimed to compare the opinions of staff in schools ;'md workplaces and
students related to the training of Computer Business students of the Lower Certificate
Curriculum 2002 of private vocational schools in Phranakhon Si Ayutthaya. The sample group
consisted of 57 staff in schools, 78 staff in the workplaces, and 237 students. The instrument was
a questionnaire. The data were analyzed by using percentage, mean, standard deviation, F-test
and LSD.

The finding revealed that overall, the opinions of staff in schools, workplaces and
students related to the training of Computer Business students of the Lower Certificate
Curriculum 2002 of private vocational schools in Phranakhon Si Ayutthaya were different at a
significant level of .50. Overall, the staff in the workplaces agreed with the training more than the

students and the students agreed with the training more than the staff in schools.
