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This research aimed to: 1) study students’ and guardians’ social economic factors in
selecting to study at Sena Industrial and Community Education College and Ayutthaya Vocational
College; 2) investigate the factor levels the students used in selecting to study at both colleges;
and 3) compare the factor levels of the students’ decision in selecting to study at both colleges in
relation to the students’ and guardians’ social and economic factors. The samples were 266
students studying at Sena Industrial and Community Education College and Ayutthaya Vocational
College: 1" 0.3 year of Lower Vocational Certificate levels and 1" to 2" year of Higher
Vocational Certificate levels. The instrument was a questionnaire. Statistical analysis was
employed using frequency, percentage, means, standard deviation, t-test, F-test and LSD. The
findings are indicated as follows:

1. Most students were female, aging during 14-16 years old, living in Phramakhon Si
Ayutthaya, requiring to study in commerce, guardians’ obtaining primary education, working for
private companies or being wage earners, and earning 7,001-10,000 baht per month.

2. High levels of the students’ factors in selecting to study in the Faculties of
Business Administration were revealed on planning, expenses, and educational supporting, but
moderate levels of the students’ factors were revealed on the colleges’ location.

3. Differences in the students’ ages, class levels, fields of study, levels of parents’ or
guardians’ education, parents’ or guardians’ occupations, parents’ or guardians’ incomes per
month affected differences in the students’ decision levels to study in the Faculties of Business

Administration with the statistically significant level of .05.
