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The objectives of this qualitative research was to study the factors affecting the success
of the administration of Prapariyutti-Dhamma Schools, Pali Department of Wat Tak Fa, Tak Fa
district in Nakhon Sawan province. The data were collected by depth interviews, participatory
observations and literature reviews. The findings indicated that the success of the administration
of Prapariyutti-Dhamma Schools, Pali Department of Wat Tak Fa, Tak Fa district in Nakhon
Sawan Province derived from :

1. input factors; 1) the school and temple administrators were administrative priests,
development people and educators. They planned well, donated and made decisions with justice,
2) The teachers improved themselves and understood the curricula. They were highly responsible
and good ideals, 3) The teachers prepared the curricula before teaching and evaluating, 4) The
location was arranged well, 5) The budget was spent in accordance with the school objectives,
and 6) The materials were used appropriately.

2. procedures; 1) The school administrators assigned the task to the dexterous teachers,
verified the task, set the meeting and gave the teachers some advice, provided the budget, location
and equipment, and solved problems,2) The teachers prepared suitable contents and materials,
wrote.reports and let the students participate in the activities, 3) The internal teachers monitored,
evaluated by classes visiting and gave some advice individually, 4) The communities took part in
the activities, such as donating, giving help and being monthly employees. There were two
participatory groups: people in the community like people from every department in Tak Fa
district and people outside the community like people living in other areas who volunteered and

were persuaded to join the activities.
