The purpose of this research was to compare the leamning achievement on Social
Studies, religions, and culture, and social skills of Prathomsuksa five students taught by Cippa
Model and Group Process. The sample groups consisted of 38 Prathomsuksa five students at
Bangkating and Wat Pho Schoos, studying in the 2™ semester of the academic year 2007 under
the Office of Phranakhon si Ayutthaya Educational Service Area 2. The students were divided
into two experimental groups. The first group was taught by Cippa Model while the second one
was taught by Group Process. Duration of the experiment was 18 hours. The data collection was
performed using a teaching plan employing Cippa Model, a teaching plan employing Group
Process, a leaming achievement test, a social skill test and social behavior observation. It is a
semi-experimental research. Statistical analysis was performed in terms of multiple analysis of
covariance (MANCOVA) using pre-learning achievement and pre-social skills as covariance.

The research results are revealed as follows :

1. The leaming achievement in Social Studies, Religions and Culture of Prathomsuksa
five students after teaching by Cippa Model was higher than that of the students after teaching by
Group Process with a statistically significant level of .05.

2. The socials skill of Prathomsuksa five students after teaching by Group Process
was higher than that of the students after teaching by Cippa Model with a statistically significant

level of .05.
