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This research aimed to study the academic administration behaviors of the school
administrators, the external quality assessment results, and also investigate the relationship
between the academic administration behaviors and the external quality assessment results of the
school under the Offices of Phranakhon Si Ayutthaya Educational Service Area 1 and 2. The
samples comprised 108 school administrators. Data collection was employed using a
questionnaire and reports on the external quality assessment results of the schools. Statistical analysis
was performed in terms of frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation, and Chi-square. The
research results are as follows :

1. Regarding the academic administration behaviors as a whole, moderate level of the
implementation were found on development naming respectively: educational innovation and
technology, the education institutions’ curricula, learning process, evaluation and learning result
transferring, and educational supervision.

2. In terms of external quality assessment as a whole, high levels of the results
were found, and when each standard was evaluated, high levels of standard were found on the
administrators and the students, but adequate levels were found on teachers.

3. The academic adminitration behaviors of the school administrators mostly related
to the external assessment results of the basic education institutions at the statistical signiﬁcant

level of .05.
