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The purpose of this research was to compare creativity and emotional quotient of young
children who were taught by using picture books and traditional methods. The sample group
consisted of 40 level one kindergarten students at Wat Suwan Jedi Lert Bunyoung Anusorn
School in the first semester of the 2007 academic year. This sample group was an intact group
with an equal proportion of academic ability. A simple random sampling was used to divide the
group into 2 groups by drawing lot : one was an experimental group, comprising 20 students,
while the other was a control group with an equal number of students. The former was taught by
story-telling using picture books for 8 weeks, while the letter was taught by the traditional method
over the same period of time. The instructional duration was 8 weeks. The research instruments
were a test for creativity and a test for emotional quotient. The pretest-posttest control group
design was employed. Statistical analysis was performed in terms of mean, standard deviation, t-
test, F-test, and multivariate analysis of covariance (MANCOVA). The scores obtained from the
emotional quotient test were used as a covariance.

The findings indicated the following :

1. The scores of creativity of the students taught by using picture books were higher
than those of the students taught by the traditional method.

2. The scores of emotional quotient of the students taught by story-telling ﬁsing picture

books were higher than those of the students taught by the traditional method.
