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The purposes of this research study are to examine the levels of the opinions of the
municipal council members towards the administration of the mayors elected by the direct
election and to compare the opinions of the municipal council members towards the
administration of the mayors elected by the direct election divided by personnel factors,
knowledge and understanding factors. The sample group consisted of 167 municipal council
members in Phranakhon Si Ayutthaya by random sampling. The questionnaires were used to
collect the data from April 1, 2007 to April 15, 2007. The statistics used to analyze the data were
percentage, mean, standard deviation, and a one-way ANOVA. The results are as follows:

1. all municipal council members agreed with the administration of the mayors elected by
the direct election ranking as follows: the municipal structures and the mayors’ power and
responsibilities.

2. the municipal council members with different ages, educational levels, incomes,
occupations, duration of their performance, knowledge and understanding towards the administration

of the mayors elected by the direct election had no different opinions at a significant level.
