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This study aimed to: 1) Study the students’ opinions towards the management of the
Phrapariyattidhamma School in General Education Division, Group 14; 2) study the students’
satisfaction towards the management of the school; 3) compare the students’ satisfaction level,
classified by their personal factors; 4) compare the students’ opinions towards the management
levels, classified by personal factors; and 5) Study the relationship between the students’ opinions
and satisfaction towards the management of the Phrapariyattidhamma School. The data was
collected from 258 students studying at the Phrapariyattidhamma School. Statistical analysis was
employed using frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test, F-test, and Pearson’s
correlation coefficient. The findings are indicated as follows:

1. The students’ opinion levels were high at all aspects towards coming to school,
attendance, academic promotion activities, using the library in searching for knowledge, and
usage of free time.

2. Regarding analysis of the students’ satisfaction levels towards the management of the
Phrapariyattidhamma School, high levels were found towards philosophy and policy, academic
management, student affair management, personnel management, building and facility
management, and relationship with the community.

3. Differences in the students’ class levels showed different satisfaction towards the
management of the school at the statistical significance level of .05.

4. Differences in the students’ class levels revealed different satisfaction towards the
students’ opinions towards the management at the statistical significance level of .05,

5. The students’ opinions related to their satisfaction levels towards the management of

the Phrapariyattidhamma School with the statistical significance level of .01.
