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This research aims at studying the acceptance of blood donation by students of
Sirindhorn  College of Public Health, Yala province. 240 of 1% year students of survey
department were asked about the matter by questionnaire construction for this purpose.

In addition, 18 key informants, one — half of them have experience in blood donation, the
other half have not were interviewed in —depth as supplement information.

Result of study can be summarized as follows :

I. The majority of students studied are female and being Muslim : their parents
living together. About one — half of their parents work on farm and received only primary
education.

2. About one — half of the students do not have sufficient knowledge about blood
and blood donation.

3. About one — half of the students have good attitude toward blood donation ;
The other half have negative attitude.

4. The majority of study accept the blood donation moderately, follow by less and
most acceptance respectively.

4. In hypothesis testing, it reveal that student’s religion, mother’s education,
knowledge about blood and blood donation, attitude toward blood donation relate
significantly with blood donation acceptance, while sex, parent marital status, occupation
and father’s education do not relate to blood donation acceptance.

From the in-depth interviews, it indicates that students have made decision in

advance whether to donate blood or not. Reasons not to donate blood among these never

donate blood before are mostly fearful consequences of'it. Reasons to donate blood among

those with such experiences are to help others ; these who have donate blood once, intend

to do it again.

Recommendations emerged from this study, among others, are public relation work

about the matter in Yala and nearby province should be done extensively ; the government

agencies concerned should propagate more knowledge about the matter to the people at

large.
