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The study was made for the following three objectives :

1) toinvestigate the level of participation of the committee of the elderly club;

2) toidentify the factors related to their participation in the club opération;

3) tofind out their work problems and some suggestion to increase the
participation of the committee in the club operation. -

A questionnaire was employed to collect the data from 119 members of the
elderly club committee at 14 villages in Tha Khao Pleuk sub-district, Mae Chan district,
Chiangrai province. Frequency, percentage, mean and standard deviation were used to
describe the data, and t-test and F-test to test the hypotheses.

As a whole, the elderly club committee were found to participate in the club
operation at a moderate degree. Planning for the operation had the highest mean,
followed by implementation, and ev_aluatibn, respebtively. All these aspects were found
to be moderately involved by the club committee members.

When the hypotheses were tesiéd. it was found that sex, occupation, ethnics,
frequency of access to related information, knowledge and understanding about the
elderly club operation were significantly related to their participation level. On the
contrary, age, educétion. income, marital status, number of residential years in the
village, access to related information, source of information, and attitude toward the club

operation had no relationship with their participation level.
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Recommendations

Implications for operational planning

1. The elderly club committee should increases its role of leadership in thinking

2. When elderly people have encountered problems, the committee should
inform the club members to find out the causes of the problem and present the needs to
the agency concerned.

3. The committee members should try to help each other to fully understand its
responsibility, power and the club regulations so that they can make adjustments

suitable for the club operation.

Implications for operation

1. Funds should be raised with in the elderly club or secondary occupations
should be created to generate more income in order to increase the health welfare for
members who fall ill.

2. When work problems occur, there should be brainstorming of the ideas from
the committee and ordinary members to solve them.

3. The committee should oppose to any regulations or resolutions in the

meetings that bring disadvantages to the club.

Implications for performance ‘evaluation

1. The club members should be informed of the club operation annually or
periodically.

2. The elderly club committee members and members should be encouraged
to express their opinions to increase the club efficiency.

3. The club operation should be evaluated and followed up from both the
committee and the club members.

4. Some channels should be available for people to comment or criﬁcize the
club operation so that the club will know about its weaknesses and can solve the

problems immediately.
