This research involved assessment in the operation of A small and micro community
enterprises (SMCE) in Phranakhon Si Ayutthaya, especially 10 groups of 10 subdistricts at 8
districts concerning producing foods. It aimed to study the working condition; to assess for the
operation results of the SMCE groups involving context, input, procedure, implementation
results, and affects; to study the problems in management, production, finance and accounting,
and marketing; to assess the community enterprises’ potential in two parts, firstly, the assessment
of procedure and secondly, assessment for the implementation results. When the assessment was
concluded, this research had developed the community enterprises’ potential according to
readiness and needs of 8 projects. This research is a qualitative and quantitative methods. The
findings are indicated as follows:

Regarding the context of operation the SMCE, it was revealed that the community
enterprises were founded by the cooperation of the members; raw materials in the province were
used; and knowledge on production was transferred within the families. Most of them took parts
in the management. The operation was moderately helped from the government sectors, but
support was only gained from the leaders of the subdistricts and the villages. The government
sectors only provided them with knowledge, investment funds and marketing promotion. Suitable
levels were found on management of the groups, location of the enterprises, sales total, and
planning,.

In respect to the results of having the enterprises in the communities, the members
thought that it was good because their incomes increased. The products produced were
demonstrated well, and the members thought that the operation of their groups were well
organized as SMCE.

With regard to the results of operation and promotion, it was found from the input that
high levels were found on results of the implementation and promotion, and their groups’

implementation were agreed with the community enterprise standards, namely; knowledge and
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production skills were learned among the members. On the contrary, only one issue was not
agreed with the standards, namely; the raw materials were not from the communities. For
procedure, high levels of their opinions were found on cooperation among the members. Business
management was appropriate, and clear. There was unity within the groups, and they always
helped each other; which shows that the operation was agreed with the SMCE standards. The
community enterprise standards were also found on the implementation results. The groups had
continuously developed. The identities were revealed in their products in both formats and tastes
which were accepted in the provincial level. However, their incomes were not stable. Towards the
affects, most of the groups could be determined as community enterprises due to the facts that
they had better quality in lives. Their communities had better incomes from their cooperation in
producing foods in groups and demonstrated them in the communities on special time and events
promoted by the Province. Regarding their competence on self-dependence, it was not agreed
with the community enterprise standards.

With respect to the operation, it was found that lower levels of obstacles were found on
all aspects, namely management, production, finance and accounting, and marketing.

In light of the operation potential, results of the assessment were in good levels with
six groups, namely Parkjan, Barngoom, nongpling, Thator, lardnamkhem, and Bangsai. Moderate
levels of the results were found in four groups in four sub districts, namely Gobjao, Loomplee,
Sarmmuang, and Wangchular. However, moderate levels of the results were found in all of the
ten groups concerning operation planning, marketing administration, readiness of the information,
success of the tasks, product quality, and efficacy on the implementation.

This research had promoted eight projects of SMCE development: Official visits to the
SMCE, training for strategic development plans for the SMCE, Training for implementing the
projects, Training for making dorkmaichan (flowers for funerary), Training for the making of
baisri (flowers used in ceremonies) from banana leaves, Suggestions for the knowledge in asking
for standards of the products, monthly demonstration of the products, and the promotion of the
community enterprises in doing five projects by co-working with three government sectors:
Phranakhon Si Ayutthaya Community Development Office, The Office of Phranakhon Si

Ayutthaya Administration Organization, and the Co-operation Shop at Phranakhon Si Ayutthaya
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Rajabhat University. Besides, the researchers advised the SMCE to have net work in order to

help each other in doing future activities.

Suggestions

Regarding the policy, the sectors that have a mandate in promoting the SMCE ought to
use this research results in determining ways to promote the SMCE who produce foods in
Phranakhon Si Ayutthaya in agree with the real conditions. Co-operation of planning and setting
of strategies should be done in order that the operation will be integrated for obvious formats,
together with plans, projects, budget, and staff. Because of these, efficiancy and benefits will be
happened to the SMCE. The government sectors in charge of local wisdom should be promoted
with advancement of academic knowledge via research studies, especially participation in doing
the research. Net works should be promoted to be founded for the SMCE from the sectors
concerned. The educational institutions ought to directly put their roles to promote the community
enterprises’ activities.

In respect to suggestions for operation, the groups of SMCE ought to prdpose the
results of their potential assessment to the sectors who have promoted their work in order that
they are able to use the results as approaches to promote and develop the SMCE. The members
of the SMCE should be enthusiastic to take parts in their group management. Decision and
management should not only depend on the chairman and the committee of each group. The
committee should have a meeting from time to time; minute and agreement should be taken; and
results of the operation should be followed up in order to control the continuum of the operation
for better development. Results of the potential assessment should be considered as ways in
improving and developing the groups in order for self-dependence, and to be the refuge of the

communities for their strength and sustainable development.
