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The purpose of the research was to develop a guideline for public relations, and to
investigate the results after using the guideline in small-sized schools under Phranakhon Si
Ayutthaya Educational Area. The samples were Wat Sripawang School, Wat Tammai School and
Wat Ladrahong School. The respondents consisted of school administrators, teachers, school
committee, parents and students. Participation action research was employed. The research
instrument was group discussion, a notebook, questionnaires, a public relations handbook, cassette
tapes, and camera. The results revealed the following :

The guideline developed for public relations of small-sized schools comprised 4 stages : 1)
data collection, 2) planning with a community participation, 3) operation according to the plan,
and 4) evaluation and reporting. The guideline developed was considered suitable for small-sized

schools as viewed by school administrators, teachers, school committee, parent and students.
