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The objectives of this research are 1) to study people participation in
conservation of forest resources within the National Reservation area of Pa Labu —
Tam Talu, Tambon Patae, Yala District, Yala Provice; 2) to study factors relating to
such participation; 3) to find out problems and obstacles in consevrvation of forest
resources in the mentioned area.

Samples for this study are people living in Tambon Patae, Yala district Yala
province, altogether 388 persons. Statistics used for data analysis are frequency,
percentage, means, standard deviation and t-test, F-test.

The findings reveal that male samples are more than the female ones; most of
them are married and between 41-50 years old, with monthly income between 5,000 —
10,000 baht, no social position and have been living within the community more than
20 years.

Most of the sample understand how important the forest conservation is at
“good” level.

However, in people participation in forest conservation, it appears that the
level of activity is “little”. The laying down measures for prevention is at the middle
level; supporting for problem analysis is at the minor level. Among aspects most
participated by people are having measures for problem prevention, supporting
activities and problem analysis respectively.

Factors relating to people participation in forest resource conservation are .
main occupation, and social status or position.

Among problems and obstacles found are people lack real understanding of
forest conservations, insufficient budget and lack of coordination from other agencies,
among others.

Recommendations emerged are having clear cut policy, work plans, working
system and activities including creating community network for this purpose; well
coordination among concerned government agencies as well as private ones.
