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This research was a case study of Wattummai School, Wat Sripawang School and Wat
Lardrahong School, and the four purposes were to : 1) study the problems and the needs of the
environmental management in small basic schools, 2) create and develop the format of
environmental management according to the schools’ potentialities in order to contribute the
learning process to the students, 3) try out the format of the environmental management in small
basic schools, and 4) study the outcomes of the format of the environmental management in
small basic schools. Seven methods were used in collecting the data: 1) Documentation Studies,
2) Field Observation, 3) Questioning, 4) Focus Group Discussion, 5) Small Group Discussion,
6) Interview, and 7) Qualitative Exit Interview. The information check-up techniques used
were triangulations and analytic inductions.

The results of the research and development are as follows:

The environment in small basic schools inadequately contributes to the learning process;
therefore, the development of the format of the environmental management needs to be established to
cover both physical and psychological environment with four steps of the developmental format:
1) Supervision of relevant knowledge, 2) Performing the environmental management in small
basic schools, 3) Following up the environmental management in small basic schools, and
4) Studying the outcomes of the format of the environmental management in small basic schools
which were tried out and performed according to the steps mentioned. In general, the personnel
involving in the schools are satisfied with the format tried out in the schools at the moderate to

the highest levels.
