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The study aimed to compare the responsibility behavior and self — discipline of the
nursery students with three leaming activities management. The samples were 96 nursery
students, aged 5-6 years, studying in the second level of the first academic year in 2006 at
Phraboromrachanusorn Don Chedi School under the Suphan Buri Educational Service Area 2
Office. They were random samples three classrooms the first group got the stories telling with
role plays, the second group got the activities with values processes, and the third group got the
activities with Buddha Dharma principles. It took seven weeks for each group: three days a week
and thirty minutes a day. The instruments were stories telling activities plans with role plays,
activities with values processes plans, activities with Buddha Dhanma principles plans, behavioral
observation forms and questionnaires for their parents. The data were analyzed by MANOVA
and t-test.

The findings indicated that:

1. The responsibility behavior and self —~ discipline of the nursery students with the
three learning activities management observed by their teacher and asked by their parents before
the experiment were not different at a significant level of .01

2. The responsibility behavior and self — discipline of the nursery students with the
three learning activities management observed by their teacher and asked by their parents before
and after the experiment were different at a significant level of .01

3. The responsibility behavior and self — discipline of the nursery students with the
three learning activities management observed by their teacher and asked by their parents after the

experiment were different at a significant level of .01
