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The research aims to develop guidelines for learning assessment in small schools :
Waithammai, Watsriphawongka, and Watladrahong schools. The participatory action research
was employed. Relevant people in the research were school committees, school administrators,
teachers, and parents. It was conducted in 4 steps. They were 1) studying the problems and doing
needs analysis; 2) developing the guidelines; 3) doing the tryout; 4) conducting the assessment.
The data was collected from relevant people by using group conversation, brainstorming, and
interviewing. The data analysis was done by content analysis.

The research findings indicated that:

The teachers did not have confidence in tools and learning assessment, and unclear
management. People involved worked together to develop the guidelines for learning assessment
in six steps. They were: 1) curriculum analysis. It was done by the appointed curriculum and
academic management committee and after that they had to get the approval from the Basic
Education Committee; 2) planning the evaluation by appointing a curriculum and academic
management committee to be responsible for the assessment in school levels and the teachers to
take care of the student assessment; 3) evaluating with the follow-ups, support, and suggestions
from the school administrators; 4) reporting to relevant people. The school administrators
checked and screened the information before signing the documents; 5) working on the documents.
The school administrators had to monitor, facilitate, and prepare the documents; 6) following up
and reporting the results. The school administrators reported the results and planned to improve the
management guidelines to be more effective. From the tryout, it was found that the administrators
were conveniently facilitated about the follow-ups. The teachers changed their behaviors in
conducting the assessment. They gained more confidence. The administrators and teachers were

satisfied with the evaluation guidelines.
